[ 1.9 TERM OF CONTRACT |

The Contract resulting from this IFB shall be for a base period of three years. The
AOC shall have the sole right to exercise up to two, one-year renewal options at its
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discretion. All prices for rates and terms as offered in Exhibit D are binding on the
Contractor for the full term of the Contract, including renewal options.

In the event that Contractor’s paper costs increase after the first year of the contract, the
District Court, upon its receipt of a written notice by Contractor, requesting to pass on
such increase, may elect to authorize a proportional increase of the contract price;
providing, however, that such request is fully documented and supported in writing by
the paper mill or paper distributor, The Contractor may only request one increase per
year.

It is hereby understood by the parties that this escalation clause shall be exclusively
employed for increases in paper cost, which may materialize over the duration of this
Contract and may not be construed to allow any other alleged increases of operation
expenses, overhead or profit, which may occur over the said duration. Contractor shall
not pass on any increase of cost without the express approval of the Maryland Judiciary.

‘ 1.10 BID OPENING

The Procurement Officer shall hold all bids and modifications in a secure place until the due date,
after which time the bids, will be opened in the presence of at least one other Judiciary employee
and a bid tabulation will be prepared.

‘ 1.11 DURATION OF BID OFFER

Bids shall be valid and irrevocable for 180 days following the closing date for this IFB. This
period may be extended by written agreement between a Bidder and the Procurement Officer.

‘ 1.12 REVISIONS TO THE IFB

1.20 COMPLIANCE WITH LAW; ARREARAGES

it is not in arrears in the payment of any obligation due and owing the State of Maryland,
including the payment of taxes and employee benefits, and, that it shall not become so in arrears
during the term of the contract if selected for contract award.

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1.22 MANDATORY CONTRACTUAL TERMS

By submitting a bid in response to this IFB, a bidder, if selected for award, shall be deemed to
have agreed to and accepted all contract terms and conditions set forth in the state’s Standard
Contract Agreement included as Attachment C of this IFB. A bid that takes exception to these
terms may be rejected.

1.23 CONTRACT AFFIDAVIT

All Bidders are advised that if a Contract is awarded as a result of this solicitation, the successful
Bidder will be required to complete a Contract Affidavit. A copy of this Affidavit is included for
informational purposes as Attachment C of this IFB. This Affidavit must be provided within five
business days of notification of proposed Contract award.

1.24 VERIFICATION OF REGISTRATION AND TAX PAYMENT

Before a corporation can do business in the State of Maryland it must be registered with the
Department of Assessments and Taxation, State Office Building, Room 803, 301 West Preston
Street, Baltimore, Maryland 21201.

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SECTION 2 - SCOPE OF SERVICES

| 2.1 GENERAL |

2.1.1 Contractor shall furnish and deliver various types of paper, as specified below, to the Judicial
Information Services Operations Department (“JIS”) located at 2661 Riva Road, Building 900,
Annapolis, MD 21401.

Deliveries shall also be made to the District Court Warehouse in Annapolis 21401 on a less frequent
basis. Inside delivery is required at both locations.

The paper is used to print District Court notices that are sent to the public and it is imperative that paper
be in stock at all times in the requested quantities. The successful Contractor must be able to fill all
orders and meet all delivery requirements.

It is anticipated that JIS, the requesting department, will place orders on a weekly basis.

Work shall be performed in accordance with the attached specifications and Maryland Judiciary Terms
and Conditions.

‘ 2.2 DELIVERY REQUIREMENTS ‘

Paper items shall be ordered on an as-needed basis. Storage space is very limited at the JIS Operations
Department and delivery of goods will normally be required every week. Successful Contractor must be
able to fill all orders within five (5) business days. Paper shall be delivered on an as-ordered basis.

Contractor is required to deliver within 5 business days after order is placed. The primary delivery
location is JIS Operations Department, 2661 Riva Road, Building 900 Annapolis, MD 21401.

Delivery is also required on a less frequent basis to District Court Warehouse where certain items are
stored for emergencies. The District Court Warehouse is located at 2002A Industrial Drive, Annapolis,
MD 21401.

Inside delivery is required at both locations.

Each delivery of paper shall be accompanied by a Packing Slip. Contractor shall invoice after every
delivery is complete and the invoice should include the Packing Slip Number.

ESTIMATED QUANTITIES:

District Court reserves the right to increase or decrease the quantities of paper items.
Quantities/estimated usage are approximate, and the unit prices bid shall apply regardless of any increase
or decrease in the estimated quantities shown herein and actual usage.

PLEASE NOTE: The demand for these products will decrease significantly as more counties and
Baltimore City migrate to an electronic filing system. (Implementation is underway.) Quantities could
decrease 33% or more per year. It is possible that the specified products may not be needed at all by year
3 of the Contract or sooner.

2.3 PAYMENT

Subject to the delivery of the product and its acceptance by the AOC, successful
respondent may invoice the AOC for all appropriate charges for the product supplied.
All such charges shall be derived in accordance with the prices originally quoted on the
bid work sheet, attached hereto and made a part hereof. In the event that successful
respondent is not in default of any of the Contract terms and conditions, then AOC shall
cause said invoice to be paid timely.

| 2.4 INSURANCE REQUIREMENTS

2.4.1 The Contractor shall at all times during the term of the Contract maintain in full force and effect,
the policies of insurance required by this Section. The Contractor, if requested by AOC, shall
provide certified copies of any and all of the policies of insurance to AOC. By submitting a bid
in response to this solicitation, the bidder warrants that it is able to provide evidence of insurance
required by this section.

2.4.2 Evidence that the required insurance coverage has been obtained may be provided by Certificates
of Insurance duly issued and certified by the insurance company or companies furnishing such
insurance. Such evidence of insurance must be delivered to the AOC Office of Procurement
before the actual implementation of the Contract.

2.4.3 All insurance policies shall be endorsed to provide that the insurance carrier will be responsible
for providing immediate and positive notice to the AOC in the event of cancellation or restriction
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of the insurance policy by either the insurance carrier or the Contractor, at least 60 days prior to
any such cancellation or restriction. All insurance policies shall name as an additional insured the
Administrative Office of the Courts and the Maryland Judiciary.

The limits required below may be satisfied by either individual policies or a combination of
individual policies and an umbrella policy. The requiring of any and all insurance as set forth in
this IFB, or elsewhere, shall be in addition to and not in any way in substitution for all the other
protection provided under the Contract.

No acceptance and/or approval of any insurance by AOC, or the Manager of Procurement, shall
be construed as relieving or excusing the Contractor from any liability or obligation imposed
upon it by the provisions of the Contract.

A. The Contractor shall maintain Worker's Compensation insurance as required by the laws of
the State of Maryland and including Employer's Liability coverage with a minimum limit of
$500,000-each accident; $500,000 disease-each employee; and $500,000 disease-policy limit.

B. Occurrence forms of comprehensive general liability insurance covering the full scope of this
agreement with limits not less than $1,000,000 per occurrence and $2,000,000 aggregate for
personal or bodily injuries and $1,000,000 per occurrence and aggregate for property damage.
A combined single limit per occurrence of $2,000,000 is acceptable. All policies issued shall
include permission for partial or total occupancy of the premises by or for the Administrative
Office of the Courts within the scope of this Contract. Such insurance shall include but shall
not be limited to, the following:

C. Comprehensive general liability insurance including a comprehensive broad form
endorsement and covering: a) all premises-operations, b) completed operations, c)
independent Contractors, d) liability assumed by oral or written contract or agreement,
including this contract, €) additional interests of employees, f) notice of occurrence, g)
knowledge of occurrence by specified official, h) unintentional errors and omissions, i)
incidental (contingent) medical malpractice, j) extended definition of bodily injury, k)
personal injury coverage (hazards A and B) with no exclusions for liability assumed
contractually or injury sustained by employees of Contractor, I) broad form coverage for
damage to property of the Administrative Office of the Courts, as well as other third parties
resulting from completion of the Contractor's services.

D. Comprehensive business automobile liability insurance covering use of any motor vehicle to
be used in conjunction with this contract, including hired automobiles and non-owned
automobiles.

E. Comprehensive Automobile Liability:

In addition to owned automobiles, the coverage shall include hired automobiles and
non-owned automobiles with the same limits of liability.
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2.4.5 The insurance required under sub-paragraphs (A), (B), (C) and (D) above shall provide adequate
protection for the Contractor against claims which may arise from the Contract, whether such
claims arise from operations performed by the Contractor or by anyone directly or indirectly
employed by him, and also against any special hazards which may be encountered in the
performance of the Contract. In addition, all policies required must not exclude coverage for
equipment while rented to other.

2.4.6 Any of the work under the Contract is subcontracted, the Contractor shall require subcontractors,

or anyone directly or indirectly employed by any of them to procure and maintain the same
coverage’s in the same amounts specified above.

This Contract is made this day of 2018, by and between the Administrative
Office of the Courts (the “AOC”) in the State of Maryland and corporate name plus address (the
“Contractor”) with Federal Taxpayer Identification Number XX-XXXXXXX.

In consideration of the mutual covenants and promises herein contained and other good and valuable
consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which are hereby acknowledged, the AOC and the
Contractor agree as follows:

1. Scope of Contract

1.1  The Contractor shall provide JIS with various types of paper (hereinafter the “Goods” and /or
services) in accordance with the terms and conditions of this Contract and the following Exhibits,
which are attached to this Contract and incorporated as part of this Contract:

Exhibit A: Contract Affidavit

Exhibit B: Invitation for Bid dated and all amendments and exhibits thereto (collectively
referred to as the “IFB”)

Exhibit C: Contractor’s Bid dated (collectively referred to as “the Bid”)

1.2 If there are any inconsistencies between the contract and any of the Exhibits, the term of this
Contract shall prevail.

1.3 The Procurement Officer may, at any time, by written order make changes in the work within the
general scope of the Contract. No other order, statement, or conduct of the Procurement Officer or
of any other person shall be treated as a change or entitle the Contractor to an equitable
adjustment under this section.

1.4 Except as otherwise provided in this Contract, if any order causes an increase or decrease in the
Contractor’s cost of, or the time required for, the performance of any part of the work, an
equitable adjustment in the Contract price shall be made and the Contract modified in writing
accordingly.

4.2 It is not in arrears with respect to the payment of any monies due and owing the State of
Maryland, or any department or unit thereof, including but not limited to the payment of taxes and
employee benefits, and that it shall not become so in arrears during the term of this Contract;

4.3 It shall comply with all federal, State and local laws applicable to its activities and obligations
under this Contract;

4.4  Itshall obtain, at its expense, all licenses, permits, insurance, and governmental approvals, if any,
necessary to the performance of its obligations under this Contract.

5. Non-hiring of Employees

No employee of the State of Maryland or any unit hereof whose duties as such employee include
matters relating to or affecting the subject matter of this Contract shall, while so employed,
become or be an employee of the Contractor.

Time extensions may be granted only for
excusable delays that arise from unforeseeable causes beyond the control and without the fault or
negligence of the Contractor, including but not restricted to acts of God, acts of the public enemy,
acts of the State in either its sovereign or contractual capacity, acts of another Contractor in the
performance of an AOC contract, fires, floods, epidemics, quarantine restrictions, strikes, freight
embargoes, or the delay of a subcontractor or supplier arising from unforeseeable causes beyond
the control and without the fault or negligence of either the Contractor or the subcontractor or
supplier.
