ANNOTATED CODE OF MARYLAND
COURTS AND JUDICIAL PROCEEDINGS ARTICLE
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TITLE 6. PERSONAL JURISDICTION, VENUE, PROCESS AND PRACTICE

Subtitle 1. Bases of Personal Jurisdiction
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§ 6-103. Conduct in State; tortious injury.

(a) If jurisdiction over a person is based solely upon this section, he may
be sued only on a cause of action arising from any act enumerated in this
section.

(b) A court may exercise personal jurisdiction over a person, who directly
or by an agent:
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(4) Causes tortious injury in the State or outside of the State by an act or
omission outside the State if he regularly does or solicits business, engages in
any other persistent course of conduct in the State or derives substantial
revenue from goods, food, services, or manufactured products used or
consumed in the State . . . .
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TirLe 11. JUDGMENT
SUBTITLE 8. UnirorM ENFORCEMENT OF FOREIGN JUDGMENTS ACT
§ 11-801. Definitions.

In this subtitle, “foreign judgment” means a judgment, decree, or order of a
court of the United States or of any other court that is entitled to full faith and
credit in this State.

§ 11-802. Filing of judgment.

(a) [A] copy of any foreign judgment . . . may be filed in the office of the
clerk of a circuit court.

(2) The clerk shall treat the foreign judgment in the same manner as a
judgment of the court in which the foreign judgment is filed.
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(b) A filed foreign judgment has the same effect and is subject to the same
procedures, defenses, and proceedings for reopening, vacating, staying,
enforcing, or satisfying as a judgment of the court in which it is filed.
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§ 11-804. Staying enforcement of foreign judgment.
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(b) If the judgment debtor shows the court any ground on which
enforcement of a judgment of the court of this State would be stayed, the court
shall stay enforcement of the foreign judgment for an appropriate period . . . .
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
