NOTICE TO DEFENDANT

Before Trial

If you agreethat you owe the Plaintiff the amount claimed, you may contact the Plaintiff (or Plaintiff's attorney) before
the trial date to arrange payment. |f you wish to contest the claim, you should notify the clerk's office by filing a Notice
of Intent to Defend (located at the bottom of your summons). The case will be set for trial. If you wish to have your
witnesses appear at trial, you should contact the clerk’s office at |east two weeks before the trial date to request subpoenas,
and you should bring to court on the trial date any evidence you want the Court to consider. 1f you do nothing, a
judgment could be entered against you.

If Judgment isEntered Against You (If You L ose)
IF YOU DISAGREE WITH THE COURT'SRULING, you may:

1. APPEAL tothe Circuit Court, by filing a Notice of Appeal in the District Court within 30 days after the entry of
judgment. You will haveto pay afiling fee (see Guide to Appeal Fees, DCA-109A), unless the
Court determines that you are indigent. |f the amount of the claim, not counting court costs, interest,
and attorney's fees, is:
= mor e than $5,000, you will also have to order and pay for atranscript of the District Court trial
record, by contacting the District Court clerk's office (see Transcripts & Recordings Brochure, DCA-027BR).

On your trial date you should bring with you any evidence that you want the Court to consider.

2. FileaMOTION FOR A NEW TRIAL within 10 days after the entry of judgment, stating your reasons clearly. If
the Court denies your Mation, you may still file an appeal; if the Court grants your Mation,
you must appear in the District Court for anew trial.

3. FileaMOTION TO ALTER OR AMEND THE JUDGMENT within 10 days after entry of judgment.
4. FileaMOTION TO REVISE OR VACATE THE JUDGMENT within 30 days after entry of judgment.

IF YOU DECIDE NOT TO APPEAL AND NOT TO FILE ONE OF THE ABOVE MOTIONS, you may contact the
Plaintiff or Plaintiff's attorney to arrange to pay the amount owed. If you do not pay the amount owed, the Plaintiff or
Plaintiff's attorney may initiate further proceedings to enforce the judgment, including:
1. Interrogatories: You must answer these written questions about your income and assets in writing
under penalties of perjury.
2. Oral Examination: You must appear in court to testify in response to questions about your assets and income.
3. Writ of Execution: The Court may issue awrit requiring the sale or seizure of any of your possessions except,
with some exceptions, property that is exempt from execution. The exemptions are explained in detail on the
reverse side of the Writ of Execution form, DC-CV-040. Further, the Court could order you to pay additional

expenses such as towing, moving, storage fees, advertising costs, and auctioneer's fees incurred in executing the
writ.

4. Garnishment of Property: The Court may issue awrit ordering a bank or other agent to hold your
assets until further court proceedings.

5. Garnishment of Wages:. The Court may issue awrit ordering your employer to withhold a portion of
your wages to pay your debt. The law provides certain exemptions from garnishment.
