inaccessible by members of the public. This authorization does not apply to a conviction for a domestically related crime.

What is the process for requesting shielding?

A person or an attorney files a petition to shield conviction records with the appropriate court. The court then serves the
petition for shielding on the State’s Attorney’s Office and sends written notice to all listed victims in the case(s) in which
shielding is being requested. The State’s Attorney’s Office has thirty (30) days to file an objection. In addition, victims
have the right to object or offer additional information relevant to the petition for shielding in all proposed actions. If an
objection is filed, the court will hold a hearing. If no objection is filed, a judge will grant or deny the petition. The court
will issue an Order for Shielding for each case listed where shielding was granted.

A unit, official, or employee of the State or political subdivision of the State cannot require a person who applies for a
permit, registration, or government service to disclose shielded information about criminal charges in an application,
interview, or otherwise. They also cannot deny a person’s application for a permit, registration, or government service
solely because a person refused to disclose information about shielded criminal charges.
