
Md. Rule 4-217 – Bail Bonds
(1) In General. The Chief Clerk of the District Court shall maintain a list containing: (A) the names of all surety insurers who are in default, and have been for
a period of 60 days or more, in the payment of any bail bond forfeited in any court in the State, (B) the names of all bail bondsmen authorized to write bail
bonds in this State, and (C) the limit for any one bond specified in the bail bondsman's general power of attorney on file with the Chief Clerk of the District
Court. The clerk of each circuit court and the Chief Clerk of the District Court shall notify the Insurance Commissioner of the name of each surety insurer who
has failed to resolve or satisfy bond forfeitures for a period of 60 days or more. The clerk of each circuit court also shall send a copy of the list to the Chief
Clerk of the District Court.
