1.13 Oral Presentations/Discussions

approximately two weeks after proposal receipt. The Procurement Officer will notify Offerors of
the time and location.

Significant representations made by an Offeror during the oral presentation demonstration shall be
submitted in writing. All such representations will become part of the Offeror’s proposal and are
binding if the Contract is awarded.

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SECTION 2 - STATEMENT OF WORK

2.1 Purpose & Summary

\ 2.2 Contractor Mandatory Qualifications

2.2.1 Principal architect dedicated to this contract must have at least five (5) years of experience
as a licensed architect.

2.3  TORFP Scope of Work

Pre- Award: All requirements will be specifically defined for each TORFP. Award will be based
on most advantageous offer and fixed price, time, and material.

2.3.1 Upon request for services (TORFP), Contractor shall attend mandatory walk-through,
examine all requirements and conditions and submit a proposal for Project Manager’s review and
approval. In addition, Contractor will submit labor categories, hourly rates and a specific timeline.

Post- Award, and as specified in each TORFP

2.3.2 Contractor shall provide general guidance, design and preparation of architectural and
construction documents for any tenant related project of the Maryland Judiciary.

2.3.3 Contractor shall analyze relevant existing conditions of the buildings and documents, and
conduct site visits to measure, evaluate and verify the critical field conditions that will
serve as the base drawings/specifications for each project.

2.3.4 Contractor shall perform a thorough review of zoning and current building codes. Building
codes to be evaluated include, but need not be limited to, life safety, ADA, electrical,
mechanical, and all other building and fire separation requirements. Contractor shall
develop a design based on the project objective and site survey information that best
incorporates the needs of tenant within code and project requirements.

2.3.5 Contractor shall provide all required construction documents, including mechanical,
lighting, data, telephone, electrical and fire safety, as well as other documentation, based on
approved schematic design, to obtain all necessary building permits from County and local
jurisdictions, as needed.
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2.3.6 Contractor shall provide to the Judiciary to include, but not limited to, the following: on
site problem solving, design drawing review, issuance of change orders as required, meetings with
contractor and site visits as necessary. Contractor shall visit the construction site not less than once
per week during construction, if required by the Project Manager.

2.3.7 Contractor shall present draft concept design for review and approval. Project Manager
reserves the right to alter drawings, design or specifications at its sole discretion.

2.3.8 All plans shall be produced in AutoCAD 2016 or other Auto CAD format as determined by
the Project Manager at his/her sole discretion and presented to the Project Manager in disk format
as well as blue print floor plans. Based on Project Manager input, Contractor shall revise design
drawings to the full satisfaction of the Project Manager.

2.3.9 Contractor shall provide the Project Manager with five (5) sets of the final approved
drawings and one (1) CD or disc. Drawings shall be 2’ by 3’ in size. Scale of drawings
shall be 1/8” = 1°. Final Drawings shall be signed and stamped by the Architect.

2.3.10 Contractor shall provide interior design services that include finish options for walls
floors, trim, placement of furnishings and equipment, etc.

2.3.11 Contractor shall be required to meet with Project Manager during the review process and
upon request. Meetings may be held at the job site, Annapolis or in the Contractor’s office.
Location of meetings shall be determined by Project Manager at his/her sole discretion.

2.3.12 Contractor shall perform all work expeditiously and be required to meet all time and
schedule requirements.

2.3.13 Contractor shall also provide a schedule for work with a stipulated deadline in each
proposal submitted.

\ 2.4 Insurance

2.4.1 The Contractor shall at all times during the term of the Contract maintain in full force and
effect, the policies of insurance required by this Section. Evidence that the required
insurance coverage has been obtained may be provided by Certificates of Insurance duly
issued and certified by the insurance company or companies furnishing such insurance.
Such evidence of insurance must be delivered to the AOC Office of Procurement before the
actual implementation of the Agreement.

2.4.2 All insurance policies shall be endorsed to provide that the insurance carrier will be
responsible for providing immediate and positive notice to the AOC in the event of
cancellation or restriction of the insurance policy by either the insurance carrier or the
Contractor, at least 60 days prior to any such cancellation or restriction. All insurance
policies shall name as an additional insured the Administrative Office of the Courts and the
Maryland Judiciary.
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2.4.3 The limits required below may be satisfied by either individual policies or a combination of
individual policies and an umbrella policy. The requiring of any and all insurance as set
forth in this RFP, or elsewhere, shall be in addition to and not in any way in substitution for
all the other protection provided under the Contract.

No acceptance and/or approval of any insurance by AOC, or the Manager of Procurement,
shall be construed as relieving or excusing the Contractor from any liability or obligation
imposed upon it by the provisions of the Contract.

A. The Contractor shall maintain Worker's Compensation insurance as required by the
laws of the State of Maryland and including Employer's Liability coverage with a
minimum limit of $500,000-each accident; $500,000 disease-each employee; and
$500,000 disease-policy limit.

B.  Occurrence forms of comprehensive general liability insurance covering the full
scope of this agreement with limits not less than $1,000,000 per occurrence and
$2,000,000 aggregate for personal or bodily injuries and $1,000,000 per occurrence
and aggregate for property damage. A combined single limit per occurrence of
$2,000,000 is acceptable. All policies issued shall include permission for partial or
total occupancy of the premises by or for the Administrative Office of the Courts
within the scope of this Contract. Such insurance shall include but shall not be
limited to, the following:

C. Comprehensive general liability insurance including a comprehensive broad form
endorsement and covering: a) all premises-operations, b) completed operations, c)
independent Contractors, d) liability assumed by oral or written contract or
agreement, including this contract, e) additional interests of employees, f) notice of
occurrence, g) knowledge of occurrence by specified official, h) unintentional errors
and omissions, i) incidental (contingent) medical malpractice, j) extended definition
of bodily injury, k) personal injury coverage (hazards A and B) with no exclusions for
liability assumed contractually or injury sustained by employees of Contractor, I)
broad form coverage for damage to property of the Administrative Office of the
Courts, as well as other third parties resulting from completion of the Contractor's
services.

D. Comprehensive business automobile liability insurance covering use of any motor
vehicle to be used in conjunction with this contract, including hired automobiles and
non-owned automobiles.
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E. Comprehensive Automobile Liability:
Limit of Liability - $1,000,000 Bodily Injury
$1,000,000 Property Damage

In addition to owned automobiles, the coverage shall include hired automobiles and
non-owned automobiles with the same limits of liability.

2.4.4 The insurance required under sub-paragraphs (A), (B), (C) and (D) above shall provide
adequate protection for the Contractor against claims which may arise from the Contract,
whether such claims arise from operations performed by the Contractor or by anyone
directly or indirectly employed by him, and also against any special hazards which may be
encountered in the performance of the Contract. In addition, all policies required must not
exclude coverage for equipment while rented to other.

2.4.5 Any of the work under the Contract is subcontracted, the Contractor shall require

subcontractors, or anyone directly or indirectly employed by any of them to procure and
maintain the same coverage’s in the same amounts specified above.

3.2  Proposals

3.2.1 Volume I-Technical Proposal, must be sealed separately from VVolume I1-Financial
Proposal, but submitted simultaneously to the Procurement Officer (address listed in
Section 1.5 of this RFP).

3.2.2 Anunbound original, so identified are to be submitted. An electronic version of both the
Volume I- Technical Proposal and the Volume I1- Financial Proposal must also be
submitted with the unbound originals technical or financial volumes, as appropriate.

3.2.3 Electronic media shall bear a label with the RFP title and number, name of the Offeror, and
the volume number (I or II).

3.3  Submission \

3.3.1 Each Offeror is required to submit a separate sealed package for each "Volume", which is
to be labeled VVolume I-Technical Proposal and VVolume I1-Financial Proposal, respectively.

3.4.1 Transmittal Letter: A transmittal letter must accompany the technical proposal. The
purpose of this letter is to transmit the proposal and acknowledge the receipt of any
addenda. The transmittal letter shall be brief and signed by an individual who is authorized
to commit the Offeror to the services and requirements as stated in this RFP. Only one
transmittal letter is needed and it does not need to be bound with the technical proposal.

3.4.2 Format of Technical Proposal: Inside the sealed package described in Section 3.3, above,
an unbound original, to be so labeled, and one electronic version shall be enclosed. Section
2 of this RFP provides requirements and Section 3 provides reply instructions. The
paragraphs in these RFP sections are numbered for ease of reference. In addition to the
instructions below, the Offeror’s technical proposals shall be organized and numbered in
the same order as this RFP. This proposal organization shall allow Judiciary officials and
the Evaluation Committee to “map” Offeror responses directly to RFP requirements by
paragraph number.

In consideration of the mutual covenants and promises herein contained and other good and
valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which are hereby acknowledged, the AOC
and the Contractor agree as follows:

1. Scope of Contract
